Mother Maria Menix 

 

 It has pleased the Lord of Life and Death, 

to call from this time into eternity Mother Maria 

Menix. She died, in her firm faith of her Savior, 

at around 11:00 o’clock in the evening on 

January 12. She had to fully experience the truth 

of the Word, “We must through much tribulation 

enter the Kingdom of God”. 

 Since September 1932, she was confined 

to her house. Her suffering got worse from day 

to day. She had to endure terrible pain, especially 

in her last weeks. In her great suffering, she 

committed herself to the will of God. How happy 

she always was when her pastor, Rev. A. F. 

Michalk, visited her. He richly served her with 

the Word, and she regularly received private 

Holy Communion. 

 Finally, on January 12, came the long-

awaited moment when she could commit her 

soul into the hands of Jesus, and she had a quiet 

and blessed death. On Tuesday, January 14, she 

was taken from the house of her son-in-law, Mr. 

Andreas Richter, to the Trinity cemetery in 

Fedor, and laid to rest with a Christian burial. 

Pastor Michalk held a very comforting sermon 

based on John 21, 18-31. 

 Maria Menix, daughter of Christian 

Pratho and his wife Karoline, née Bammel, saw 

the light of day on December 13, 1817 at 

Senftenberg, Prussia, where she was also 

baptized and confirmed. 

 She married Joseph Menix there, who, in 

September 1887, emigrated to America. Mrs. 

Menix with her six children followed her 

husband in March of 1888. The married couple 

lived here in Fedor for six years, and then moved 

with their family to String Prairie. 

 Her husband died 23 years ago, and 

Mother Menix moved back here to be with her 

daughter, the deceased Mrs. Andreas Richter. 

And so, for the last 20 years, she had her home 

here in Fedor at Mr. Richter’s house. 

 The marriage of Joseph and Maria Menix 

produced 16 children. Surviving Mother Menix, 

as much as one can know for certain, are Mrs. 

Alwine Polster and Franz Menix. It is not for 

certain that an additional daughter, Mrs. August 

Spottche, still lives over in Germany. As much 

as we know, the deceased is mourned by, besides 

her children, a host of 22 grandchildren, and 

many great grandchildren, and also several great 

great grandchildren. She had reached the age of 

88 years and 30 days. May the dear Lord comfort 

all of us with the certain hope of a happy 

reunion.
