She was accompanied by 

Heinrich Kalmbach, who was planning to pick cotton 

there. 

 Student Nerger had a very fine sermon in our 

church today.  

 Mr. John Fischer from here has been sick in 

bed already for a number of weeks. A cold infection is 

going around. Almost everyone has it, and also a sore 

throat with it.
