All the farmers are planting cotton right
now, but everybody has to take a break for
a week, because it is so wet.

Corn, oats and wheat are doing well.
The area around Stamford is pretty and the
land is fertile and there is still a lot of room
for German farmers. So far there are about
50 German families in the Stamford area.
The land prices are climbing steadily.

Stamford will have a railroad, they are
hard at work with the construction of
same. The Texas Central R.R. Co. is
expanding too.

If any Germans would like more
information about this area, I'll be glad to
give the same.
