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Correspondence from Germany

Post 107 near Spremberg, Lower Lusatia
May 17, 1915

Dear Reader of the Volksblatt in distant
Texas!

We currently have the nicest spring
weather, only occasional lite frost. Prospects
of a good harvest in the fields and meadows
are favorable and the fruit is not damaged
through freezing. The war, so to speak, is
already getting old but, on the other hand,
cost increases are news; foreign countries
are not informed as to how prices are
increasing. Worker’s wages are also high;
everybody who wants to work can now earn
money because we have a labor shortage,
especially in the fields. Russian and French
prisoners are put to work in the large feudal
estates. The difference between the wars of
1879-71 and 1914-15 is this: In the past we
had our Bismarck and now we have our
bread coupons. The “Spremberg Gazette”
was informed about the following from
Sagan on May 12th: Lieutenant of the
Reserves, Oskar Koeppel, co-owner of the
Carl Koeppel Ducal Estate Book Printing
Establishment received a fatal wound, far
from his native homeland of Silesia, on the
blood drenched battle ground of Galicia, to
which he succumbed a few days later on
May 7th, in a field hospital. Since the start
of the war he participated until recently in a
number of winning skirmishes in the
western war sector for which he was
awarded the Iron Cross.
