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Correspondence from Germany 

Spremberg September 1st 1928 

 

  The dry and warm days are gone 

and it is turning autumn cool and wet. 

The annual fair took place in 

Spremberg N. L. which was well 

attended. Everybody who goes to the 

fair buys something. I met friend Seiler 

at the fairgrounds where we spent some 

time and then went inside; time went 

by quickly, with my Clara present, with 

beer and Schnadus. The weather was 

windy and we were caught in a rain 

shower on the way home. At Seiler’s 

Rabbskreek we sought shelter under a 

linden tree until the shower had passed. 

The pensioner Adolf Pretsch from 

Wilhelm Street 17 celebrated his 95th 

birthday, as the oldest citizen of our 

city, on August 30th. The old man is, 

considering his age, in surprisingly 

good health. The pipe and cigars still 

taste good and he knows how to bear 

the weight of years in good humor. We 

wish for this person celebrating his 

jubilee that he will reach the 100th 

birthday and celebrate it, and still more 

beyond, with the same stamina. Car 

and motorcycle accidents are 

happening quite frequently and almost 

every week. Thus, the 22 year old 

Rantschke from Grossluja, met with an 

accident on the road in the direction 

from Vorst to Spremberg, in the 

evening between Saturday and Sunday, 

by running into a tree wherefrom he 

died in the hospital on Sunday around 

12 o’clock.
