Today | will write once again to the
Volksblatt.

My journey is temporarily over. On the
morning of November 7, | left Abilene, and
shortly before noon | could already get off in
Brownwood. Then I visited my grand nephew
Fritz Butke and family. He is the brother of
Mrs. Gustav Seifert, who lives near Yorktown.
| stayed with this family for one-and-a-half
days. Then on the morning of November 9 |
went to Goldwaite, where | arrived at 10:30.
From the inn | telephoned to Priddy to let Mr.
Ernst Noack and his wife (who live a few
miles from Priddy) know that they could pick
me up. Their son-in-law Willie Tiemann
together with his wife soon came and picked
me up. On the 10" of November it was my
pleasure to pay two families a short visit there.
This was a joy because we have not seen each
other for 55 years. The maiden names of the
wives were Louise and Marie Diesing, and
their mother is 88 years old, but blind for 17
years. She could still remember that | played
with her girls.

Sunday evening we visited with
another family named Schuhmann. Today,
Monday, Willie Tiemann took me to
Goldwaite. Before three o’clock in the
afternoon 1 arrived safely in Giddings.

During my six-week journey | went to
see 30 families. During my trip | used only the
bus, with which | covered 1,150 miles. During
this time a bus tire, which was blown out, was
changed. Otherwise everything went like
clockwork.

Now | express all my best thanks for
the friendly reception and the very best
hospitality. That is all for now and I will close
with many greetings to relatives and
acquaintances.
