29 November 1934 

 

 Today I must write again to the 

Volksblatt. This past Sunday, for the first 

time in two months, I had the privilege of 

attending a German divine service. 

Yesterday my son Hermann and family 

and I drove to the golden wedding of my 

half-brother Fritz Gabler and his wife. 

They live near Engle, Texas. Many 

relatives and acquaintances were present. 

There was also no lack of food and drink. 

The guests were treated to a delicious 

evening meal, and at midnight there were 

sandwiches, cakes and coffee, so that 50 

people were satisfied. Then the jubilee 

couple took a happy farewell, by 

handshake, and set out on the journey 

home.  We came home happily at 1:30 

AM. It was a joyful get-together and the 

time passed too quickly. Such a rare 

celebration will be remembered for a long 

time.  

 Last night at about two o’clock it 

started to rain and the rain lasted until this 

morning. Now everything can grow.
